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Lower the tailgate and remove the centre inspection cover as

shown by releasing 4x Torx head screws,

Place the cover and screws in a safe place to be re-installed later.

Disconnect the pink camera plug, while supporting the camera

housing from the outside & slide the black retaining clip to the

right to release it from the tailgate.

Release the camera from the housing by removing the 3x small

Torx head screws and place the camera in a safe place.

Re-assemble the camera housing using the previously removed
Torx head screws and fit the housing back into the tailgate with

the black retaining clip.

Plug the camera hole using the supplied rubber grommet as

shown.

Disconnect the black harness clip from the bottom edge of the
opening in the tailgate and the white clip on the outside of the
tailgate, remove these clips from the brake light / camera harness

and place in a safe place to be re-fitted later.
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Unwrap the harness tape and split the reverse camera harness

from the stop light harness until it can be pulled through to the
outside of the tailgate.
Using electrical tape, re-attach the 2 harness clips and wrap the

exposed section of harness to protect from chaffing.

Assemble the M6 cage nuts into the mount bracket as per the

orientation shown in the image to the right.

Sit the camera into the cut out on the mount bracket in the correct
orientation and use the clamp plate to hold it in place with the M6
Capscrews and washers.

Note:

Use the exploded view and component list above as a guide

Slide the mount bracket and camera assembly inside the centre

support gussets and align the camera with the hole in the bar face.
Attach the mount bracket to the gussets using the fasteners

supplied in the kit, refer to exploded view above.

Note: while tightening the fasteners to the specified torque ensure

the camera stays aligned with the hole in the bar face as shown.

Feed the camera harness and plug down between the aluminium

step and the body then through the centre gusset and connect it to
the camera.

replace the centre inspection cover removed from the tailgate.

Note:

Check to ensure the reverse camera is functioning correctly.
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
